But his biggest hit—and the song that made bossa nova  

famous—was Jobim’s “The Girl from Ipanema,” recorded by Astrud Gilberto and Stan 
Getz, which won the 1964 Grammy award for Record of the Year. 
Jobim died  in 1994. But keeping his music and the soul of bossa nova alive are our 

special guests, Stan Kessler, Danny Embrey and Doug Au-water, of the Sons of Brasil.
