Generally originating with a Trojan, StorageProtector announces its reign of irritation by way of popup Windows of the “ZOMG YOUR COMPUTER IS FILLED WITH VIRUSES YOU BETTER BUY OUR FULL VERSION” variety, though in slightly different words; those who bother to take heed are, of course, directed to StorageProtector.com, where the culprits are waiting for you to provide your credit card number so that they can spend the money on overpriced bottle service in a Moscow nightclub or some other such sleazy place. Like a lot of malware, StorageProtector can be removed either manually or via a legitimate spyware remover.
