What about highlighting all the famous chefs we have here like Kent Rathburn, Dean Fearing, Stephan Pyles, and Tom Colicchio’s presence via Craft? (I’m sure there are more that I just can’t think of right now.) 

Dallas is seen as a city of businessmen; it is also a city of recreation. Dance at the century-old Sons of Hermann Hall; take a jog along the unbelievably tranquil Katy Trail; drink at the Knox-Henderson area’s sublimely hip watering holes; catch a cutting-edge play at the Dallas Theater Center or an art opening at the eclectic mix of galleries north of downtown; and enjoy shopping of the most unparalleled sort at NorthPark Center. 

Dallas mixes business with pleasure — so should you.
