1. Capitalize all words in a headline, even if those words come after a colon. Exceptions: of, the.

2. Always capitalize “Democratic” or “Republican.”

3. When referencing a publication, italicize its title. That includes “the,” as in, The Washington Post.

4. Don't capitalize titles like president, attorney general, or senator unless those titles come before a name. The following sentences are correct: “A senator ought to know a thing or two about the world around him,” “President Bush today told admitted to reporters that Cheney died three years ago and has been replaced by a cyborg,” “Mukasey, the newly-confirmed U.S. attorney general, confirmed that he found former Attorney General Alberto Gonzalez crying in a corner at the Justice Department, though Gonzalez denied that he was crying at all, claiming instead that he'd gotten shredded documents in his eye.”

5. With numbers, always spell out anything from zero to ten, and use numerals for any number from 11 on up, except for infinity, which has no numeral... yet. When something bigger than infinity is discovered, this policy will be updated as necessary.

6. Don't vote for Fred Thompson. I think he's going to die soon.
