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AUTHOR’S AGREEMENT

(the “Work”) for publication in D Magazine (“the Magazine”), as follows:

(a) The exclusive right first to publish the Work in print and on the Internet in the same month,

(b) The right to refer to the Work and to refer to you as its author together with your relevant biographical data, and to authorize republication of all or part of the Work for the advertising and promotion of the Magazine, as well as the issue of the Magazine in which the Work appears, and 


(c) The non-exclusive right to republish the Work in any anthology or collection of Magazine material.
The Publisher agrees to pay you _$1,500_______, upon publication of the Work. This may be renegotiated at a later date if, during the course of your research, you and the Publisher agree to a different fee. We will forward invoices to accounting for payment upon acceptance of the manuscript. Payment normally follows within thirty (30) working days.

The deadline for your manuscript will be ______Aug. 30___________. Should you fail to meet this deadline by more than three (3) working days (unless arrangements are made with the editor concerning a change of deadline), the article will be considered killed with no fee.

If the Publisher decides in its discretion that it will not publish the Work for reasons other than the quality of the Work, the Publisher will pay for the story in full and will assume all rights to the Work. If the Work does not meet our expectations, the Publisher will pay you twenty-five percent (25%) of the foregoing amount and all rights to the Work will remain with you.

You agree that you will not, without the Publisher's prior consent, write or authorize publication of any material which is on the same subject as the Work and which could reasonably be deemed competitive with the Work until either: (1) ninety (90) days after first publication of the Work in the Magazine; or (2) you receive notice that the Publisher has rejected the Work.

If your expenses will exceed $50.00, you must have prior approval from the editor. If you do not receive authorization from the editor before incurring these expenses, the Magazine does not guarantee reimbursement. No expenses will be reimbursed unless accompanied by the original receipts. Reimbursement for mileage is $.50 per mile.

After you deliver the Work to the Publisher, it will accept, reject or return the Work to you for revision and correction. If the Publisher returns the Work to you for revision or correction, you agree to make the final revisions and corrections within the time specified by the Publisher. Final editorial authority belongs exclusively to D Magazine.

You agree to verify all the facts stated in the Work. The Publisher reserves the right to verify independently all facts stated in the Work and you agree to provide all of your checking materials to the Publisher when you deliver the Work to the Publisher.

You represent and warrant: that you are the sole creator and owner of the Work and all rights to it; that it is original and has not been published before; that it does not contain matter which is libelous, slanderous, obscene or a violation of any legal right of another person; that the Work and all rights to it are in all respects free and clear; that you are not under any contractual or other obligation to any person that could interfere with your performance of this Agreement; that you have obtained the written consent of every publisher and owner of any material that is used or quoted in the Work to the extent such consent is required under copyright law.

You agree that you are an independent contractor, and not an agent or employee of the Publisher. Texas law will govern this Agreement. Please confirm that the foregoing accurately and completely sets forth the Agreement between you and the Publisher by signing and returning the accompanying copy of this Agreement.
